Artists and artwork must meet the following requirements:

· Eligible media: paintings (oil, acrylic, pastel, watercolor); drawings (pencil, charcoal, ink); photography; mixed media; collage; sculpture; fiber art; metalwork; ceramics.

· Artwork eligibility: All artwork must be presented in a professional manner and must be ready to hang or display. All artists must install their own work.
· Artwork acceptance: This is not a juried exhibition.  All artwork will be included at the discretion of JoMar Visions. All artwork must be original, for sale, and ready and safe to display. “Ready to display” includes:
1) All work must be dry and completed.
2) Wire must be attached to “D” ring hangers mounted on back of frame or stretcher, approximately 1/4 down from top, with no wire visible from front.

3) Unframed work must be gallery-wrapped, with clean, painted or primed sides. No visible staples. Frames, if used, must be in good saleable condition.  2-D artwork should hang flat against the wall.
4) 3-D artwork will be installed by the artist. 3-D artists must provide their own podiums. There are a few available at the gallery. Please check with JoMar Visions for availability. 

5) All artists must provide their own price cards. 
· Artists are responsible for meeting the email and postmark deadlines (p.1), and for delivering their work for installation and picking it up at takedown ON TIME. Parking expenses, if any, are the artist’s responsibility. 
· Installation: January 17 beginning at 6:30pm. Please bring your own installation equipment (i.e. hammer, nails, etc.) and price cards.
· Takedown: January 23 beginning at 6:30pm. If you cannot pick up your own unsold work, arrange for someone else to do so. Artwork left after takedown will be stored by AAW at the artist’s expense ($10.00 per day). 
NOTE on Security: Although Artists Alive and Well, as well as JoMar Visions will exercise due care in handling works submitted, neither Artists Alive and Well, nor any members acting on its behalf, are responsible for any loss or damage to any artwork. Venue will provide security but no insurance. Print agreement, sign below, and print your name and the date.
